However after a time of prayer we felt that 

we should not make the journey due to the 

unsafety of the roads. We felt the strong 

leading of the Lord to slow down with the 

plans for Calabar and to focus on Port 

Harcourt. When the mothercampus is doing 

well, then the multiplication to other parts is 

easy.  

 

Coincidentally (?) YWAM Port Harcourt 

received an invitation from the government to 

talk with the Commissioner of Land and 

Agriculture. This because of the work they 

had done amongst the former militants. It 

was exactly at the time we were there and 

one of our friends who came is the Vice-

President of the UofN in Kona Hawaii. So he 

presented and all of us attended. Jackson was 

able to give more insight in the food 

production system he studied in Kona 

(Ecoponics). That is what interested the 

Commisioners the most.  

Now they are considering the 

possibility of the government 

helping YWAM launch the  

UofN in Port Harcourt by appointing a piece 

of property. You will hear more about these 

developments!  

For us it has became very clear that we will 

go to Port Harcourt for a season before 

spreading out to Calabar.
